ISAAC NEWTON

Newton, Sir Isaac, English mathematician and physicist, one of the foremost scientific
intellects of all time was born at Woolsthorpe, near Grantham in Lincolnshire, where he
attended school. He entered Cambridge University in 1661. In two years he had already made
a number of important contributions to mathematics, physics (optics, mechanics) and
astronomy. He was elected a Fellow of Trinity College in 1667 and Professor of Mathematics
in 16609.

Newton is the discoverer of the Law of Gravitation. Once he saw how an apple is falling
from the tree and began thinking about it. Gradually he came to conclusion that the force
which pulled the apple to the ground was the same as the force which kept the Moon to its
orbit around the Earth. He extended his theory of gravitation to the movements of the planets
round the Sun. Among the fundamental of mechanics there are three laws of motion
formulated by I. Newton.

He summarized his theories in his masterpiece “The Principia” which was published in
1687. He could unite various phenomena of the universe by means of his Universal Law of
Gravitation.

Newton was highly appreciated by scientists both at home and abroad. In 1699 he was
elected a foreign member of the French Academy of Sciences. In 1703 he was elected
President of the Royal Society. In 1705 he was given the title of knight for his great
contribution to world science.

Shopping bags, although convenient, have created major environmental issues around the
world. Scientists estimate that about 500 billion plastic shopping bags are used each year



around the globe. Hundreds of millions of these bags end up being thrown away annually.
Studies have shown that only about 1 to 3 per cent of plastic shopping bags are recycled. This
has created a load of plastic bags in landfills, streets, and waters throughout the world. The
environmental consequence of this overload could be catastrophic.

In the late 1980s and 1990s, plastic bags were responsible for causing floods in most of
Bangladesh. Experts found that many people were throwing out their plastic bags as litter.
The drainage systems throughout the country became clogged with them and this caused the
floods.

Animals have also suffered. In Western Europe, marine biologists have found many
whales have died from ingesting plastic bags. The whales mistake the bags for prey and
swallow them. This damages their insides and eventually kills them. Flamingoes and pelicans
who scavenge along shores have also died after eating a plastic bag.

Last but not least, plastic bags may be altering the ecosystem of the world’s oceans. Marine
biologists have learned that ocean species will often “catch a ride” on plastic debris in the
water. This lets them travel farther and more quickly than they could under their own power.
After arriving at their destination, these traveling species will then eat the native species. This
IS a grave threat to marine biodiversity.

To combat these problems, many stores and governments have sought alternatives to
plastic shopping bags. In Ireland, for example, politicians passed a new law that levied a tax
of 15 cents for consumers who use a plastic shopping bag. In places like Japan, some stores
offer a small discount to shoppers who bring their own reusable bag for carrying home their
purchases.

Smokey The Bear

Smokey Bear (often called Smokey the Bear or simply Smokey) is a mascot of the United
States Forest Service created to teach the public about the dangers of forest fires. Smokey
Bear’s slogan, “Remember... Only YOU Can Prevent Forest Fires”, was created in 1947. In
April 2001, the message was updated to “Only You Can Prevent Wildfires”. Smokey Bear
and his message are recognized by 95% of adults and 77% of children in the U.S. The Smokey
Bear character was so popular that when a real bear was rescued from a forest fire, it achieved
fame as a living version of the mascot.

The living symbol of Smokey Bear was an American black bear cub that was caught in
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the spring of 1950 in a huge wildfire in the state of New Mexico. He climbed a tree to escape
the fire, but his paws and hind legs had been burned. A group of soldiers from Texas, who
had come to help fight the fire, discovered the bear cub and brought him back to their camp.

At first the bear was called “Hotfoot Teddy,” but he was later renamed Smokey after the
famous mascot. Some government workers helped Smokey until he became healthy again.
Soon after, he became a celebrity. Smokey was flown in an airplane to the National Zoo in
Washington, D.C. When he arrived at the National Zoo, several hundred people, including
children and photographers welcomed him to his new home.

Smokey Bear lived at the National Zoo for 26 years. During that time he received millions
of visitors as well as so many letters addressed to him (up to 13,000 a week) that the United
States Postal Service finally gave him his own unique postal code. His favorite food was
peanut butter sandwiches, in addition to his daily diet of bluefish and trout.

Upon his death on November 9, 1976, Smokey was buried at what is now the Smokey
Bear Historical Park. The Washington Post, a national newspaper, printed an article about
Smokey, which mentioned his family, including his wife, Goldie Bear, and son, Little
Smokey. Another national newspaper included an article about Smokey Bear on the front
page on Nov 11, 1976.

Body Language



Body language is a form of communication without using words. Body language includes
the use of body posture, gestures, eye movements and facial expressions. A lot of body
language is actually subconscious. This means that the person using body language is not
fully aware that they are using it. Some psychologists say that body language actually
communicates more information than using words.

Being able to “read” body language means being able to understand what a person really
thinks or feels through their body language. Human beings seem to instinctively understand
other people through their body language even when they speak a different verbal language.
Itis likely that in human prehistory, body language was an important survival mechanism that
helped us to display and distinguish between threats and safety.

Body language can communicate negative emotions. For example, when a listener crosses
their arms against their chest, it can mean disagreement with the speaker. This can also be
indicated when a listener leans away from the speaker. A lack of eye contact can show a
person is anxious or discomfort. It can also mean disbelief. When a listener is bored, they are
more likely to tilt their head.

Positive feelings are often shown in body language through the use of facial expressions,
eye contact, and posture. Leaning forward usually shows that a person is interested in what
the speaker i1s saying. When a person looks in another person’s eyes and then down at their
lips, it usually means they have romantic feelings for the speaker. Standing or sitting straight
with good posture shows that a listener is taking the person’s speech seriously.

Scientific studies have revealed that body language can even reveal when a person is being
dishonest. For example, when a person is lying, they tend to touch their face during the
conversation. They may also blink too much or not blink at all. Body language can reveal a
lot about people but it’s important to remember that everyone’s body language is a little

different and trying to “read” too much information through body language can lead to
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miscommunication.

University Life

All university students in England want great teaching and facilities. What else is
important to them? The Times newspaper asked students in England what makes for a happy
university life. They responded that relationships with teachers, a good library, and not too
many classes were important. They also think that a good social life is just as essential. The
study showed that having things to do outside of classes is a big part of a happy university
life.

Students voted Loughborough University, located in the East Midlands of England, as the
best university for a good social life. There are many possible reasons. One reason might be
that the university has 56 different sports clubs for students. There are 61 different activity
circles. Students can try skydiving, hot air ballooning and ballroom dancing. The university
also has 45 volunteer projects. Students can raise funds for charities by participating in
different events. Finally, Loughborough University has a media center where students can
make TV and radio shows. This shows that a good university life is more than getting good
grades.

Many universities seem to be working hard to improve student satisfaction. A 2014 survey
showed that students in the UK showed record levels of happiness with their university lives.
From 2009 to 2014, student satisfaction has been increasing each year. One thing that has
helped is that students are taking the initiative. They have gotten together and formed unions
to tell their universities what they want. It seems that many universities have been willing to
listen.

Bad Leaders
Companies always try to find good leaders. Good leaders often make good decisions that



can make money. They also work hard to keep workers happy by listening and helping out.
At the same time, companies try to remove people who are bad leaders. This is because
companies with bad leaders often have big problems. Bad leaders make mistakes that can cost
lots of money. They also might do something that hurts the company’s image. There are
several signs of a bad leader.

Bad leaders are often scared to take chances. They are content to just keep doing what a
company has already been doing for many years. People get bored at their jobs doing the same
thing all the time. Customers get tired of the same old product. Another business will make
more money by sometimes taking a risk and doing something fresh.

Another sign of a bad leader is that they have problems with communication. When leaders
can’t convey their own ideas in e-mails or in a meeting, the company is in big trouble. Poor
communication can really harm a company. Also, leaders who can’t or won’t listen to their
workers can also create problems. Most workers know their jobs very well. Their ideas are
often valuable. If a leader won’t consider them, he might miss a chance to improve the
company.

Finally, bad leaders don’t want to take responsibility when things go wrong. They blame
their workers or other people on their team. Also, bad leaders take all of the acclaim when
things go well. They do not thank their employees for doing a good job. This can hurt people’s
feelings. Workers can become bitter and quit their jobs. It takes time and money for the

company to find new workers.
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The Newsroom

A newspaper’s newsroom is an office or room where journalists and editors work together.
Everyone in the newsroom has an important job. People in the newsroom are under pressure
to get information and check facts carefully. This is because news readers want their news to
be accurate. The activity in the newsroom is carefully controlled.

Throughout the day, editors and journalists gather new information. Some of this might
become a news story. Some of the information is not important or interesting enough to
include in the news. It is the editor’s job to decide what will become a news story. They will
then ask a journalist to find more information and write an article about the event or issue.

Journalists will usually phone or e-mail people to ask questions. If many people are
involved in a news story, they will often need to do this for hours. The journalist might also
go to several places to talk to all of them. They might go with a photographer, who will take
pictures related to the news story.

After the journalists finish writing their news stories, the editor examines all of them. He
or she must decide how these will be presented. More important or exciting stories will go on
the front page. Smaller stories will be published in the back pages. A copy editor might check
to see if the facts in the story are correct. Sub-editors will “lay out” the newspaper by
arranging the photographs and text together so they look good on the page. Sometimes, a big
news story will happen late in the day and everything will need to be changed again.

E-commerce

E-commerce (or “electronic commerce”) basically means buying and selling things online.
This is avery new field of business. In 2014, e-commerce celebrated its twentieth anniversary.
The first item purchased through the Internet was a CD by musician Sting called “Ten
Summoner’s Tales”. The purchase was made on August 11, 1994 for $12.98.

Amazon.com is one of the biggest online retailers in the world. Started in 1994, the
company sold only books at first. By 2014, however, it sold a huge variety of items, including
DVDs, electronics, clothing, toys, and groceries! About 63% of all books purchased online
are bought from Amazon. It sells 40% of all books sold in the world.

Books are one of the most popular items to buy online. They make up 63% of all online
purchases in Britain and 67% for Americans. Clothing and electronics are also very common



purchase items. Surveys show that shipping costs play the biggest role in deciding to purchase
something online. 80% of online shoppers say they are more likely to buy something from
the Internet if it includes free shipping.

When it comes to online shopping, people in the UK spend the most money per person in
the world. In China, e-commerce is growing fast with almost $37 billion worth of sales in
2000.

Smoking Laws

Everyone knows that cigarettes are very unhealthy. IlIness and deaths from smoking
related diseases are very costly. To make their citizens healthier, many governments are
trying to stop or reduce smoking. They have made many different laws about the sale and
use of cigarettes. Many of these are very strict and impose harsh fines on people who fail to

obey them.
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In Singapore, for example, smoking is illegal in most public areas such as pubs and
playgrounds. Smokers who violate these rules can be fined up to 1000 Singapore dollars.
Recently, anti-smoking advocates have pushed for a new law to be passed. This legislation
would prevent stores from selling tobacco products to anyone born from the year 2000.

Australia also has some very strict anti-smoking and tobacco sales laws. Companies must
not advertise tobacco products in many places. Also, cigarette and cigar packages must be
plain and in dark brown colors. They must not have any markings other than the product’s
name and brand. Companies must put on a large warning label that covers much of the
package. Smoking is banned in all public places, such as restaurants and nightclubs.

The strictest anti-smoking measures in the world are found in Costa Rica. In this country,
it is illegal to advertise tobacco products anywhere. Smoking is banned in work places and
their parking lots. Smokers cannot light up in any public places. The fines for breaking the
laws start at a hefty $355. In addition, the government and some companies have been
encouraging smokers with posters and TV commercials about the many benefits of quitting.

Family Meals

Family meals are an important part of living with a family. A recent survey showed that
most American children and teenagers share a meal with their family at least four times a
week. This is a very positive sign. This is because there are many benefits for families that
dine together.

First, sharing a meal together can help a family stick together. It helps to reinforce each
family member’s sense of belonging. Family meals can teach younger people about their
culture by eating traditional foods. Family members can also relax together during this time
and enjoy each other’s company. Routine socializing helps family members learn patience
and respect for each other.

Family meals also play an important part in child development. Parents can keep an eye
on their children’s moods and emotions at this time. They can discuss problems. Studies show
that eating together helps to reduce the risk that a child will smoke, get into fights, or commit
suicide. Children who eat with their families are more likely to earn high grades and make
more friends than those who do not eat family meals.

Through family meals, parents can also ensure that their children are eating healthy food.
Children who eat together with their families are less likely to become obese. Families who
dine together tend to eat more fruit and vegetables. These families also don’t eat at fast food
restaurants as often as families that do not eat a shared meal.

The Berlin Wall

From 1945 until 1990, Germany was divided into West and East Germany. Berlin was the
capital of East Germany while Bonn was the capital of West Germany. Berlin was split into
four separate sectors. The American, British, and French sectors formed the western part of



Berlin. The former Soviet Union controlled all of East Berlin. Although the Soviet Union and
the western countries were not officially at war during this time, they distrusted each other.
This 45 year period of tension between eastern and western countries was called “The Cold
War”.

After World War 11 ended in 1945, life in East Germany was difficult for many people.

Almost everything was strictly controlled by the government. People there dreamed of
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escaping to a better life in a western country such as West Germany, Britain, or the United
States. Quite often, they would do so by entering West Berlin. Once there, they could move
to another country. Sometimes, western TV and newspapers showed East Germans running
into West Berlin. The East German government was deeply embarrassed by this. The Soviet
Union, which controlled much of East Germany, was also dissatisfied.

In the summer of 1961, an East German politician named Walter Ulbricht ordered a wall
to be built around West Berlin. On August 13, the East German army closed the border
between East and West Berlin. No one could pass through on either side. Four days later, East
German workers poured concrete to make the wall. When it was finally finished in 1965, the
wall completely surrounded the three western sectors of Berlin. It was 155 kilometers long
and it wrapped around all of West Berlin.

The wall became a symbol of a divided world. It stood as a reminder of the Cold War until
November, 1989. People from West and East Berlin broke down parts of the wall as the East
German police watched and did nothing. Less than a year later, it was taken down. At last,
the Cold War was over.

An Unknown Letter by William H. Kilpatrick about his Project Method William H.
Kilpatrick is worldwide known as “Mr. Project Method.” But the origin of his celebrated
paper of 1918 has never been explored. The discovery of a hitherto unknown letter reveals
that Kilpatrick was an educational entrepreneur who, without regard for language and
tradition, adopted the term “project” und used it in a provocative new way to become
famous and to be not only remembered as a genial teacher but as an “originator” as well.
His paper evoked fierce criticism from friend and foe, including Ernest Horn, Guy M.
Wilson, Boyd H. Bode, and John Dewey. In the late 1920’s, realizing that he had gotten

himself in an indefensible situation, he silently gave up the term und spoke of “activities”
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when the students carried out their own plans and ideas ‘“heartily” and “purposefully.”
Contrary to the established view Kilpatrick is not the classic of the project method, but rather
the classical outsider.
