ISAAC NEWTON

Newton, Sir Isaac, English mathematician and physicist, one of the foremost scientific intellects of all
time was born at Woolsthorpe, near Grantham in Lincolnshire, where he attended school. He entered
Cambridge University in 1661. In two years he had already made a number of important contributions
to mathematics, physics (optics, mechanics) and astronomy. He was elected a Fellow of Trinity
College in 1667 and Professor of Mathematics in 1669.

Newton is the discoverer of the Law of Gravitation. Once he saw how an apple is falling from the tree
and began thinking about it. Gradually he came to conclusion that the force which pulled the apple to
the ground was the same as the force which kept the Moon to its orbit around the Earth. He extended
his theory of gravitation to the movements of the planets round the Sun. Among the fundamental of
mechanics there are three laws of motion formulated by I. Newton.

He summarized his theories in his masterpiece “The Principia” which was published in 1687. He
could unite various phenomena of the universe by means of his Universal Law of Gravitation.

Newton was highly appreciated by scientists both at home and abroad. In 1699 he was elected a
foreign member of the French Academy of Sciences. In 1703 he was elected President of the Royal
Society. In 1705 he was given the title of knight for his great contribution to world science.

The Museum of Transport in Manchester

The Museum of Transport in Manchester - a museum which aspires to keep and advance a heritage of
public transport of the County of the Greater Manchester. The museum has been created actively to
advance interest to history and a heritage of local passenger transport system of the Greater
Manchester. It has a greater collection, it is one of the greatest museums in the Great Britain. The
collection of the house-museum totals about 100 buses. Because of the small size of a building the
museum cannot contain all exhibits, therefore a part of a collection is outside of territory of a museum.
Some vehicles are in restoration and at fast time they will be shown. Also in a collection there are two



trolley buses of corporation Ashton, a pre-production model of tram Metrolink, and the Manchester
tram of Corporation of 1901. There are an extensive collection of archives, old schedules, cards,
books, emblems, a management and plans here. The collection of a museum constantly replenishes.

Vehicle

A vehicle is any non-living device that is used to move people and goods. Unlike the infrastructure,
the vehicle moves along with the cargo and riders. Unless being pulled by a cable or muscle-power,
the vehicle must provide its own propulsion; this is most commonly done through a steam
engine, combustion engine, or electric motor, though other means of propulsion also exist. Vehicles
also need a system of converting the energy into movement; this is most commonly done
through wheels, propellers and pressure.

Vehicles are most commonly staffed by adriver. However, some systems, such as people
movers and some rapid transits, are fully automated. For passenger transport, the vehicle must have a
compartment for the passengers. Simple vehicles, such as automobiles, bicycles or simple aircraft, may
have one of the passengers as a driver.

Public land transport refers to carriage of people and goods by government or commercial entities
which is made available to the public at large for the purpose of facilitating the economy and society
they serve. Most transport infrastructure and large transport vehicles are operated in this manner.
Funds to pay for such transport may come from taxes, subscriptions, direct user fees, or some
combination. The vast majority of public transport is land-based, with commuting and postal delivery
being the primary purposes.

Commercial land transport refers to carriage of people and goods by commercial entities made
available at cost to individuals, businesses, and the government for the purpose of profiting the entities
providing the travel. Most infrastructure used is publicly owned, and vehicles tend to be large and
efficient to maximize capacity and profit margins. Freight shipping and long-distance travel are
common uses served by commercial land transport.

Military land transport refers to carriage of people and goods by the military or other operators for
the purpose of supporting military operations, both in peacetime as well as in combat areas. Such
activity may use a combination of public infrastructure as well as military-specific infrastructure and in
many cases 1s designed to operate with little or no infrastructure when necessary. Vehicles can range
from basic commercial or even private vehicles to those specifically designed for military use.

Private land transport refers to individuals and organizations transporting themselves and their
own people, animals, and goods at their own discretion. Vehicles used are typically smaller, though
publicly owned infrastructure is often used for travel.

An Unknown Letter by William H. Kllpatrlck about his Project Method

William H. Kilpatrick is worldwide known as “Mr. Project Method.” But the origin of his
celebrated paper of 1918 has never been explored. The discovery of a hitherto unknown letter reveals
that Kilpatrick was an educational entrepreneur who, without regard for language and tradition,
adopted the term “project” und used it in a provocative new way to become famous and to be not only
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remembered as a genial teacher but as an “originator” as well. His paper evoked fierce criticism from
friend and foe, including Ernest Horn, Guy M. Wilson, Boyd H. Bode, and John Dewey. In the late
1920’s, realizing that he had gotten himself in an indefensible situation, he silently gave up the term
und spoke of “activities” when the students carried out their own plans and ideas “heartily” and
“purposefully.” Contrary to the established view Kilpatrick is not the classic of the project method, but
rather the classical outsider.
